¢« Kennesaw State opens Big South play
Saturday on a 10-game conference winning
streak, with the last loss in league play
coming against Charleston Southern on
Nov. 19, 2016.

¢ The Owls are 3-1in Big South openers and
have won two in a row. KSU is also 4-O when
coming off a bye week, scoring at least 36
points in all four games.

* Kennesaw State starts a journey Saturday
looking to become the first team in Big
South history to win three straight outright
conference championships.

* Last season, the Owls became the third
Big South member to win consecutive
conference championships with an
undefeated record, posting back-to-back
5-0 league records.

¢ A win Saturday would give the Owls 11
straight conference victories and tie the
second-longest win-streak in league history.

¢ Charleston Southern has proven to be the
Owls’ toughest foe in program history, as
CSU is the only team to knock off Kennesaw
State multiple times.

¢ The two losses against the Bucs came in
2015 and 2016. In the last two meetings,
Kennesaw State has handled CSU,
outscoring the Bucs 76-10, including a 38-0
victory in 2017.

*« The Owls currently lead all FCS teams in
total defense, surrendering just 230.4 yards
per game. The mark ranks third among all
Division | football teams (FBS & FCS) and
only behind Wisconsin and Missouri.

* Kennesaw State ranks No. 1 in all of
Division | football in rushing yards per game,
averaging 369.8 yards per contest. The Owls
are on pace to break their own Big South
record of 352.9 yards per game set last
season.

* Against its last two FCS opponents,
Kennesaw State combined to rush for 960
yards against Alabama State and Missouri
State. With rushing performances of 479
and 481 yards, the Owls hold two of the top
three single-game rushing performances
this year in all of FCS.

» Dating back to Week 2 of the 2017 season,
KSU has won 27 of its last 31 games, including
going 5-2 against FCS ranked teams.

BY THE NUMBERS

» The Owls rank No. 1in
the FCS in total defense,
allowing just 230.4 yards
per game.

» The Owls have won
21-straight regular season
FCS contests dating back
to Aug. 31, 2017 against
Samford.

» Kennesaw State has at
least one rushing TD in
43 consecutive games,
a streak that spans over
three full seasons.

* The Bucs are led by the first-year head
coach Autry Denson, who collected his first
win of his coaching career Saturday against
Savannah State.

* Charleston Southern’s offense has
struggled in 2019 and has scored 15-plus
points in just two contests this season (21
vs. North Carolina A&T, 24 vs. Savannah
State).

* Jack Chambers leads the Charleston
Southern offense, pacing the Bucs in
passing and ranking second in rushing.
On the ground, he has carried the ball
42 times for 121 yards and three scores,
while throwing the pigskin 128 times. He
has completed 78 of his attempts for four
touchdowns but has thrown a conference-
most seven interceptions.

* Running back Ronnie Harris is the most
familiar face out of the backfield for
Charleston Southern. He has carried the
ball 73 times for 354 yards, but has yet to
find the endzone. Terrence Wilson is also
dangerous carrying the ball, as he leads the
Bucs in rushing yards per carry (5.8).

* J.D. Sosebee and Cody Cline lead the Buc
defense, as the only two players with 30-
plus tackles on the defense. Sosebee leads
the team with 36, while Cline has recorded
35.

The half ended with the Owls up 28-0 after running out of time on the final drive of the second quarter.
At the break, Kennesaw State had outgained the Hornets 232-78 and held a 215-to-19 advantage on the
ground.

The second half started much like the first- the Owls scored on their first drive of the quarter that was
highlighted by a 55-yard score by Antavius Grier.

The Hornets answered with a touchdown pass at the 12-minute mark to cut the lead to 35-7. KSU
scored on a 14-yard rush by Tommy Bryant, whose second score of the day put the Owls up 42-7 with
5:39 left in the third quarter.

SPRINGFIELD, Mo.- Behind a program-best 221 yards from Bronson Rechsteiner and another 183 from
Isaac Foster, Kennesaw State rolled over Missouri State 35-24 for its second-straight victory.

For the first time this season, Kennesaw State allowed an opening-drive touchdown, as Missouri State
took a 6-0 lead after having the ball for just under five minutes. Bryson Armstrong broke through the
line and swatted the extra point attempt for his first blocked kick of the season.

Both teams went back-and-forth for the remainder of the quarter and score remained 6-0 through the
end of the first frame. Kennesaw State missed an opportunity for three points with 8:04 in the second
quarter when a 44-yard field was pushed right.

Missouri State took advantage of a 55-yard punt to pin the Owls on their own half-yard line and forced
a fumble on KSU'’s first play of the drive. Two plays later, the Bears took a 13-0 lead with a two-yard run
with 2:48 to go in the half.

On the ensuing drive, Kennesaw State responded with 75-yard run by Foster that included the
sophomore slinging off three defenders while staying upright to cut the lead to 13-7 with under two
minutes to play in the half. Aided by two penalties, Missouri State was able to reach field goal range
and took advantage and knocked through a 37-yard try as time expired in the first half.

Foster showed off his speed on the first play of the second half as he took the ball 67 yards to pull the
Owls within two points, 16-14.

On the very next play from scrimmage for the Owls’ offense, Rechsteiner bolted up the middle for
an 85-yard score that gave the Owls their first lead of the game. In three offensive plays, the Owls
garnered 227 rushing yards and three scores. The play was the longest play from scrimmage in
program history.

In the third quarter alone, the Owls rushed for 223 yards.

Daniel David scampered in the end zone with 6:10 to play in the fourth quarter for his sixth rushing
touchdown of the season that gave the Owls a 35-16 advantage. Missouri State answered with a 28-
yard passing touchdown to cut it to 35-24 with just under three minutes to play in the contest.

Kennesaw State outgained Missouri State 526-385 in total offense and finished with 479 on the ground.

The Owls defense stood strong for the remainder of the contest and KSU held on for their first win over
a Missouri Valley Football Conference opponent.
