In a weather-shortened affair, Kennesaw State 
defeated Reinhardt 31-7 in just over two quarters 
of action.

Foster found the endzone for the second time 
at the 7:18 mark in the second quarter that 
extended the Kennesaw State lead to 28-7. Nathan 
Robertson tacked on a 40-yard field goal with 4:18 
in the first half to push the advantage to 31-0. The 
Eagles scored with 17 seconds left in the second 
quarter to cut the Owl lead to 31-7 at the break.
 
Foster ended with 127 yards on the ground with 
two scores and added 30 yards receiving. Daniel 
David finished 3-for-6 with 60 yards through the 
air and added a rushing touchdown.
 
Kareem Taylor led the Owl defense with five total 
tackles, while Charlie Patrick recorded a trio.

Two-time defending Big South champion 
Kennesaw State University has been tabbed the 
favorite in the conference’s annual preseason 
football poll for the 2019 campaign as voted by 
the league’s head coaches and media panel and 
announced at the Big South Conference Football 
Media Day Kickoff Luncheon.

The Owls collected 14 of the 20 first-place 
votes and finished with 134 points to claim the 
top spot for the third-straight year.  Kennesaw 
State, which reached the FCS Quarterfinals last 
season and was ranked No. 4/5 in the final polls, 
returns 46 letterwinners, 13 starters and seven 
All-Conference players.  KSU went 11-2 last season 
(5-0 in the Big South) and ranked second in the 
nation in total defense with a Big South single-
season record of 263.7 yards allowed.

Linebacker Bryson Armstrong is a back-to-back 
recipient of the conference’s Preseason Defensive 
Player of the Year honor.  A two-time First-Team 
All-Conference selection in his first two years at 
KSU, Armstrong tied for eighth in the Big South 
last season with 75 total tackles -- 56 of which 
were solo stops (second-most in the league).  He 
finished the campaign with 10.0 tackles-for-loss 
(minus-28 yards) as well as 2.5 sacks, three 
passes defended and three quarterback hurries.

Kennesaw State boasts a 4-1 overall record on the 
season and sits in the top-10 in both of the major 
FCS polls. The Owls are No. 4 in the FCS Coaches 
Poll and No. 7 in the STATS FCS Top 25 poll.

The Owls boast the top rushing offense in FCS 
this season with Kennesaw State averaging 369.8 
yards per game on the ground. Isaac Foster and 
Bronson Rechsteiner both sit among the top 
running backs in FCS, while four different KSU 
players are in the top 100 in rushing touchdowns 
this season.

Kennesaw State is seventh in FCS in passing yards 
allowed this season. The Owls have limited their 
opponents to just 160.6 yards passing per game.

	 CHARLESTON, S.C. - Charleston Southern rattled off 17 consecutive points in the second 
half as the Buccaneers held off Savannah State at Buccaneer Field on Saturday night, 24-19.
	 Trailing 19-7 with 5:02 remaining in the third quarter, the Bucs (1-4) mounted their 
comeback attempt on Homecoming night in front of a raucous 3,608 fans. Jack Chambers 
targeted Kameron Brown for a four-yard touchdown pass on a fade in the left corner to 
narrow the Tigers lead down to 19-14 with just a little over a minute left in the fourth quarter.
	 Chambers capped the comeback on the Bucs’ ensuing drive as the redshirt sophomore 
quarterback took the option keeper around the right end from one-yard out to give CSU 
its first lead of the game with 10:07 remaining. Alex Usry added a late 35-yard field goal to 
provide the final margin.
	 Redshirt senior running back Ronnie Harris was the workhorse again for the Buccaneers 
on Saturday as he posted his first career 100-yard rushing effort. He posted 120 yards on 18 
carries (6.7 ypg) to keep the chains moving in CSU’s first win of the season.
	 Chambers overcame four turnovers to post 231 passing yards and a pair of touchdown 
passes in the win. Isaac Ross had seven catches. for 71 yards, while Brown and Jaquan 
Williams both had touchdown receptions.
	 Garrett Sayegh posted eight tackles and 3.0 tackles for loss in leading the Bucs’ defensive 
efforts. J.D. Sosebee added seven tackles and 2.5 for loss as CSU posted a season-high 13.0 
tackles behind the line of scrimmage in the game.

- Charleston Southern held the 27-10 first downs advantage in the game on Saturday and 
boasted a 31:33-28:27 edge in time of possession over the Tigers.
- CSU posted 415 total offensive yards on the game, averaging a season-high 5.5 yards per 
offensive play.

Charleston Southern’s quarterback battle was a 
position group to watch heading into this season 
as returners Jack Chambers and Christian Reid 
matched up with newcomers Ross Malmgren and 
Darius Douglas to take the first snap on August 31 
against Furman. Chambers and Reid both fought 
their way through the spring season and have the 
most experience in Head Coach Autry Denson’s 
“Air Raid with an Attitude” offense.

Chambers has been taking the majority of 
the snaps with the Bucs’ first-team offense 
so far this fall camp. The redshirt sophomore 
quarterback made his starting debut last season 
against Virginia Lynchburg as the Lilburn, Ga. 
native finished with 267 total yards and a trio 
of touchdowns in the win over the Dragons. 
Reid made his debut in the Bucs’ 16-0 win over 
Gardner-Webb as he helped facilitate CSU to a key 
Big South win on Senior Day. Both returners post 
above average athleticism and can make plays in 
the open field to help facilitate CSU’s offense this 
season.

AIR RAID WITH AN ATTITUDE
New offensive play caller Felton Huggins will be 
tasked with changing up the offensive scheme 
for Charleston Southern this season as the 

Buccaneers shift from a run-first focus, to a more 
pass-first scheme. 

The Bucs return two of their top three running 
backs in Terrence Wilson and Ronnie Harris, while 
also returning quarterbacks Jack Chambers and 
Christian Reid. Altogether, the Bucs return four 
starters on offense, and that number does not 
include two-time All-Conference wide receiver 
Kameron Brown. Brown sat among FCS’ leaders 
in yards per catch in both the 2016 and 2017 
seasons. Brown should be back at full strength 
and will look to guide a young receiving group 
that will include four members of the 2019 
signing class.

NEWCOMERS CHALLENGING
Ross Malmgren and Darius Douglas both joined 
the Bucs over the summer and have been battling 
with Chambers and Christian Reid for playing 
time immediately upon getting on the field. Both 
quarterbacks have been splitting second team 
repetitions, while also getting in first team work 
as CSU looks to continue to supplement its 
depth. Over the last five seasons, at least two 
quarterbacks have started for CSU, and often 
times the number has been stretched to three 
or four signal callers lining up on the field for the 
Bucs.

SATURDAY’S UNIFORM
Charleston Southern boasts six different uniform 
combinations this season, with CSU taking the field 
this week with their new gold helmets, white jerseys, 
and white pants.

LEGACY
Any good offensive line starts with an anchor. Luckily, for the 
Bucs heading into the 2019 season, CSU has two in starting 
guards Zack Evans and Stephen Haralambis. The duo combined 
for 19 starts last season in earning preseason All-Conference 
recognition with Evans earning both Big South and Phil Steele, 
while Haralambis was honored on the Phil Steele team.

The Bucs averaged 168.5 yards per game on the ground 
in the 2018 season. Traditionally CSU has been among the 
nation’s best in rushing and time of possession over the last 
few seasons, but with the offensive shift this year, the Bucs 
will be dropping back in pass protection more. The voices of 
the veterans in the middle will provide a huge boost to the 
Bucs offense as they continue to get comfortable with the 
increased pace and speed of the Denson era this season.

ALL-AMERICAN TRADITION TO BUILD ON
CSU’s resurgence over the last six seasons has 
been highlighted by superlative offensive line play 
that has seen multiple players receive postseason 
accolades and All-American mentions. Erik Austell 
(Class of 2016) was a priority free agent signing 
by the Denver Broncos in 2017, while Frank Cirone 
was an All-American selection at guard as a part 
of a deep unit.

Returners Zack Evans and Stephen Haralambis 
have a chance to build on the legacy and will look 
to keep the offensive unit humming in 2019 as 
the Bucs look for their next All-American offensive 
lineman.

TIME OF POSSESSION WINS GAMES
Charleston Southern has been among the nation’s 
best at holding onto the ball thanks to its 
offensive line play up front. The Bucs were in the 
top 50 in time of possession in five of the last six 
seasons including leading the nation in 2014 with 
34:05 per game. This past season, CSU slipped to 
101st in FCS at 27:52 and struggled to move the 
ball at times.

With the transition to the fast-paced ‘Air Raid with 
an Attitude’ attack this season, the Bucs will look 
to enhance their quick strike ability, while also 

taking advantage of a strong stable of running 
backs who can hit between the tackles.

EXPERIENCED GROUP RETURNING
Due to the nature of the game, the Bucs did have 
a number of players gain valuable experience in 
the trenches this past season. JT Melton lined 
up in five games this past year, while Preston 
Nichols, JD Rice, D’Andra Thompson, and Daviyon 
McDaniel all gained experience in the 2018 
season. 

Under the tutelage of new offensive line coach 
Aaron Coeling, the Bucs will be looking to 
continue to boost and add to their depth. CSU 
added a trio of signees to the unit in the 2019 
signing class, including Ben Moxley, Matthew 
Hogan, Joshua Crump, and Jacob Tylski.

DAY ONE STARTERS
The offensive line was another battle this fall as 
the team embraced Coach Denson’s “best man will 
play” philosophy. The Bucs are looking to returners 
Preston Nichols, Stephen Haralambis, JT Melton, 
Zack Evans, and Daviyon McDaniel to take the field 
with the opening unit on Saturday against Furman, 
while the Bucs boast depth with Bailey Ottaway 
and more ready to step up if needed.

CSU OFFENSE STORYLINES
Hitting the Century Mark
It took him four years, but Ronnie Harris finally cracked the elusive century mark in the running game this past Saturday. The 
redshirt senior running back had posted several 80- and 90-yard rushing games over his career before breaking through over 
the last two games. Harris posted career highs in rushing attempts and rushing yards on back-to-back weeks against The 
Citadel and Savannah State on his way to earning Game Ball honors from Head Coach Autry Denson following the win over the 
Tigers. Harris recorded a career-high 23 carries for 93 yards against The Citadel. He followed up with 18 carries for 120 yards 
against Savannah State – his first 100-yard rushing effort of his collegiate career. He became the first CSU player to crack the 
100-yard rushing mark since Terrence Wilson eclipsed the mark against Gardner-Webb last season. 

Cracking the Kennesaw State Run Defense
The Bucs are hoping Harris can maintain his recent momentum heading into Saturday’s contest as Charleston Southern faces a 
stout KSU run defense that currently sits among the nation’s best. The Owls are allowing opponents to record just 69.8 rushing 
yards per game to rank second in FCS in the category behind only Austin Peay (68.0 ypg). Only Kent State (145 rushing yards) 
has cracked the team century mark this season against the Owls. Missouri State came close in their matchup against the Owls 
with 35 carries for 93 yards and a score. The Bucs enter the matchup averaging 133.0 yards per game on the ground sparked by 
Harris’ 78.0 yards per game. CSU has eclipsed 175 rushing yards in three games this season, including 176 against The Citadel 
and 184 against Savannah State.

Kameron Brown Climbing the Ranks
Redshirt senior Kameron Brown continues to climb the Charleston Southern all-time receiving rankings as the Buccaneers 
head into Big South Conference play. The Graniteville, S.C. native sits fourth in the Big South this season with 25 receptions and 
fourth in receiving yards per game at 67.0. He’s also fifth in the conference with 335 receiving yards on the year as he continues 
to move upward in the all-time ranks. Brown enters Saturday’s game sitting sixth all-time in the Big South career rankings with 
1,446 career receiving yards, sitting 238 yards behind Nathan Perera (1,684 – 2010-15) to move into the CSU top-five. Brown has 
posted three consecutive games with at least six receptions, including a career-high nine catches against North Carolina A&T. 
He posted back-to-back 100-yard receiving efforts already this season with 110 against N.C. A&T and The Citadel. He added six 
catches for 58 yards and a touchdown this past weekend against Savannah State.

Chambers Setting Career Marks
Redshirt sophomore quarterback Jack Chambers continues to raise his stature heading into Big South play. The Lilburn, 
Ga. native is coming off his most successful quarterbacking effort of his collegiate career in terms of passing attempts, 
completions, yardage, and touchdowns. Chambers was 24-of-35 through the air for 231 yards and a pair of touchdown passes 
to Jaquan Williams and Kameron Brown in leading the comeback against Savannah State. Chambers’ efforts come off a strong 
relief performance against The Citadel where he posted 94 rushing yards over one half of play, while leading the Bucs in the 
comeback attempt. Chambers sits fifth overall in the Big South in total offense per game at 190.6 yards per game and is in the 
top five in every passing category on the season. 

Keeping Possession and Holding off the Turnovers
Charleston Southern struggled this past Saturday in retaining possession as the Buccaneers surrendered four turnovers in 
the win over Savannah State. The four miscues marked 11 turnovers for the Bucs this season as CSU fell to 114th in the FCS in 
the turnover margin category at -1.20 per game. CSU has lost the turnover battle in four of the five games the Bucs have played 
this season, surrendering fumbles in two different games, while coughing up interceptions in four of the five games. Kennesaw 
State’s defense has posted six turnovers on the season, including three interceptions and three fumble recoveries.

RECAPTURING “F4”
Gone is the senior-laden defensive backs group from last 
season as Brandon Rowland, Shadarius Hopkins, James Allen, 
and Jonathon Slaton all played their last down for the Bucs 
this past fall.

The quartet paced the Bucs to finishing fourth in FCS in 
passing yards allowed last season, while also finishing 
eighth in the nation in turnovers gained. The defensive back 
group also led the country with five interceptions returned 
for touchdowns.

This year, another group takes the field looking to build on 
the legacy left by one of the top defensive backfields in 
the Football Championship Subdivision with redshirt junior 
defensive back Evan Cruz leading the way. Cruz looks to 
provide veteran leadership for a group that will be facing 
several key opponents early this season before getting ready 
for a tough conference schedule.

REBUILDING ONE OF THE TOP FCS UNITS
One of the units that took the biggest hit was the 
Buccaneers’ secondary unit. Gone are starting 
safeties Brandon Rowland and Shadarius Hopkins, 
as well as cornerbacks James Allen and Jonathan 
Slaton. The above-mentioned unit finished 
among the national leaders in pass defense, 
interceptions, defensive touchdowns, and 
turnover margin. This year, CSU returns a number 
of key veterans that have shined on special teams, 
as well as supplemented the defensive side of the 
ball last year.

From the early portion of preseason, the Bucs are 
looking at an experienced quartet in Darin Smalls, 
Evan Cruz, Jarrod Stanley, and Hombre Kennedy to 
take the first crack at the field. Smalls is a former 
three-star prospect that will help lead the way, 
while Cruz and Stanley have both been known 
for their play-making ability on special teams 
and in on-ball coverage. Kennedy made his name 
on special teams last year and will be another 
presence on the field after a strong spring.

TACKLING PROFESSIONALS
Charleston Southern’s defense will be facing 
another run-heavy schedule this season with 
seven teams ranking among the FCS’s top-55 
rushing attacks in 2018. Included in the group 

are a pair of top-10 teams in The Citadel (9th) and 
Kennesaw State (2nd) as the Bucs will be facing a 
number of true option teams this year.

The Big South features a number of teams that 
are dedicated to the run game first as passing 
yards can be hard to come by in conference play. 
CSU was one of four Big South teams to rank in 
the top eight in FCS in passing yards allowed last 
season. Former safeties Brandon Rowland and 
Shadarius Hopkins were in the top six in the Big 
South last season in tackles per game among 
defensive backs, and the Bucs will be looking to 
replace that production early as they attack the 
line of scrimmage.

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CSU DEFENSE STORYLINES
STOPPING THE TOP-RANKED RUSH ATTACK
Since the program’s inception, Kennesaw State has been known for one thing: a powerful rushing attack. The Owls have continued that this season as Kennesaw State enters Saturday’s 
contest sitting first in FCS in averaging 369.8 rushing yards per game. The Owls have hit at least 200 rushing yards in all five games this season, including 204 in their last game against 
Reinhardt, which was called due to weather in the third quarter. KSU added a trio of 400-yard rushing efforts including 433 against Point, 481 against Alabama State, and 479 against Missouri 
State. The Bucs have struggled to contain the rush attack this season allowing 310.2 yards per game on the ground. Linebackers J.D. Sosebee and Garrett Sayegh have been a huge part of the 
defensive effort over the last two weeks and will be counted on once again as CSU will be facing their third primarily triple-option attack this year. 

GETTING THE OWLS OFF THE FIELD
In addition to their top-ranked rushing attack, Kennesaw State is also among the nation’s best in time of possession this season. The Owls are averaging 31:12 minutes of possession each 
game and have won the possession battle in four of their five games this year. This includes a 39:34 possession outing in Kennesaw State’s lone loss this season against Kent State. Key to 
their possession edge has been their ability to convert on third downs as Kennesaw State is converting at a 0.492 clip on the year. The Bucs have been successful at stopping the opposition 
this season on the “money down” as CSU has limited opposing teams to just eight third down conversions over their last 43 attempts (18.6%). CSU is 11th in FCS in third down conversion 
defense on the season and will look to build off that success this weekend against the Owls.

BUILDING OFF A STRONG SECOND HALF
Garrett Sayegh has been an impact player for the Buccaneers defense since he stepped on the field. The sophomore linebacker proved that again this past weekend as the Simpsonville, S.C. 
native took over the middle linebacker spot in the second half and put together another impact performance. Sayegh finished up the contest with a team-high eight tackles and 3.0 tackles for 
loss on his way to earning recognition among the Big South’s weekly nominees. Sayegh led the Buccaneers in 2018 in sacks (3.5), while adding four tackles for loss. He added five tackles, two 
sacks, and two tackles for loss last season against Gardner-Webb. The 5-9 athlete is expected to play another key role this week defensively as he will line up in the middle of the field against 
Kennesaw State. He posted one tackle last season against the Owls.

ATTACKING THE LINE OF SCRIMMAGE
The Buccaneers are coming off their best defensive performance of the season as CSU recorded 13.0 tackles for loss, a sack, two force fumbles, and four quarterback hurries. Charleston 
Southern will look to continue that success against a triple-option attack that doesn’t throw the ball often, but will attack the ground game on the field. The Bucs are currently third in the Big 
South in recording 6.4 tackles for loss per game, but sit sixth in the conference with 1.4 sacks per game. Eleven different Buccaneer players have recorded a tackle for loss this season paced 
by Nick Salley’s 7.0, while Anton Williams sits just behind his teammate with 6.5 over the three games he’s lined up in. Six different players have posted sacks this season paced by Salley’s and 
Williams’ 2.0 apiece. Kennesaw State has limited the opposition getting into the backfield sitting first in the conference in allowing 4.4 tackles for loss per game and 11th in the country in 
sacks allowed per game (0.80).

DEFENDING THE OPTION – THIRD TIME
Kennesaw State marks the third team the Buccaneers have faced this season that boasts a primarily triple-option offensive attack. CSU previously took on Furman and The Citadel that both 
sit among the national leaders in rushing yards per game. Furman (298.0 ypg) is currently fourth overall in the country in rushing yards per game, while The Citadel (224.8 ypg) is 18th overall 
in FCS in rushing yards per game. The Buccaneers struggled in their first matchup against the option as CSU surrendered 369 yards and five touchdowns in the opener against Furman. CSU 
bounced back against The Citadel as the Bucs limited the Bulldogs to 3.4 yards per game and two touchdowns in the loss. The Bucs allowed 316 rushing yards and three touchdowns last 
season against the Owls.

The Buccaneers boast two of the top rush ends in the Big South this season as Nick Salley (7.0 TFL) and Anton Williams (6.5 TFL) both sit among the conference leaders in the category. The 
Bucs’ tandem trails only Kennesaw State’s Kareem Taylor (8.5) and Joel Parker (7.0) as the top-ranked duo in the category heading into this weekend. Salley has been strong for the Bucs 
throughout the season as the Walterboro, S.C. native has posted tackles behind the line of scrimmage in four of the five games, including a career-high 3.0 against Furman. Williams made his 
season debut against North Carolina A&T and the junior followed up with a trio of 2.0 TFL games to pace the Bucs’ defense.

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Charleston Southern Athletic Director Jeff Barber named Autry Denson Jr. the new 
head football coach in January 2019.

Denson becomes the fifth CSU head football coach in program history. He comes to 
the Buccaneers after coaching stops at Notre Dame, South Florida, Miami (Ohio), 
and Bethune-Cookman.

Denson comes to the Buccaneers after spending the last four seasons as the run-
ning backs coach at Notre Dame after taking on the role in 2015. His success in the 
role helped guide the Fighting Irish to the FBS College Football Playoffs and a berth 
at the Goodyear Cotton Bowl Classic.

The Fighting Irish combined for 2,695 rushing yards paced by senior running back 
Dexter Williams’ team-high 995 rushing yards and 12 touchdowns. Overall, the 
rushing attack averaged 4.4 yards per carry.

2017 was another successful rushing year for the Fighting Irish paced by Josh Ad-
ams’ 1,430 rushing yards, while Brandon Wimbush led the team with 14 touchdown 
carries. UND recorded 3,503 rushing yards on the season and was seventh in FBS in 
rushing offense with 269.3 yards per game.

Denson coached a Notre Dame running back group in 2016 that rushed for 10 TDs 
and 1,471 yards on 275 carries — good for a 5.35 yards per carry average. Helped Josh 
Adams lead the Irish in rushing in 2016 with 933 yards on 158 carries and five TDs. 
Adams is the fastest Notre Dame running back to reach 1,000 career rushing yards 
(16th career game) since Darius Walker accomplished the feat in his 14th Irish 
game in 2005. Adams closed the 2016 campaign with his eighth career 100-yard 
rushing game and a career-best 180 yards at rival Southern California.

In his first season with the Fighting Irish, Denson coached a Notre Dame running 
back group in 2015 that rushed for 18 TDs and 1,967 yards on 299 carries — good for 
a 6.58 yards per carry average. He mentored C.J. Prosise in 2015 — who rushed for 
1,032 yards (18th 1,000-yard rushing season in school history) in his first season at 
the position. Prosise eclipsed the 1,000-yard rushing barrier faster than any Irish 
running back in school history with the exception of All-American Reggie Brooks 
in 1992 and was drafted in the third round of the 2016 NFL Draft by the Seattle 
Seahawks.

He also tutored Adams — who rushed for 835 yards in 2015 — best in freshmen 
school history. Adams ran for 168 yards at Stanford — topping the school’s 40-year-
old single-game freshman record. The Irish ran for a season-high 457 yards vs. 
UMass  — the best rushing total by Notre Dame in 23 years. Notre Dame registered 
299 yards on the ground vs. Stanford — the most by an opponent in Cardinal head 
coach David Shaw’s five seasons (35 carries for an 8.5 per-carry average against 
nation’s No. 22 rush defense).

The Irish averaged 207.6 rushing yards per game in 2015, including six games with 

200+ yards (Texas, Virginia, Georgia Tech, UMass, USC, and Stanford). Notre Dame 
had only two 90+-yard rushes in the first 126 seasons of Irish football, yet matched 
that total in 2015 with a pair of 90+-yard TD runs (Adams 98, Prosise 91).

Denson returned to his alma mater following a brief stint as the running backs 
coach at the University of South Florida. He also spent one season as the running 
backs coach at Miami University (2014)

His first collegiate coaching stop came as the running backs coach at 
Bethune-Cookman University for three years (2011-13). He was a key member of a 
coaching staff that helped the Wildcats to a 10-3 record and Football Championship 
Series playoff berth in 2013.

Denson guided a Bethune-Cookman running back group that registered 2,179 rush-
ing yards, 24 touchdowns, and a 5.4 yards-per-carry average. He mentored Isidore 
Jackson (828 rushing yards, 5.6 yards per carry, eight rushing TDs), Cary White (485, 
5.1, eight) and Anthony Jordan (410, 5.0, five) — each of whom rushed for at least

David Padilla, a native of Oxnard, California, begins 
his 11th season with the Buccaneers, and fifth 
year coaching kickers/punters in 2019. 

2018 was another banner year for the Charleston 
Southern special teams unit paced by the strong 
legs of placekicker Tyler Tekac and punter Kyle 
Reighard. Reighard and long snapper Ethan Ray 
both earned All-Conference recognition, while 
Tekac finished second all-time in CSU history 
with 211 career points. Tekac finished his career 
as CSU’s all-time leader in made field goals (31). 
Reighard paced another strong unit that finished 
29th in FCS in net punting (37.21).

2017 saw the Bucs special teams continue to earn 
national recognition led by sophomore First Team 
All-Conference punter Kyle Reighard pacing a unit 
that finished sixth in the FCS in net puting at 
39.09 yards per attempt.

In his 
four years with the Panthers, Brooks’ secondary helped FIU jump from 11th to 3rd in 
Conference USA in total defense between the 2013 and 2014 seasons.

Greg Moss joined the Charleston Southern Football coaching staff in the fall of 
2019 as the Buccaneers secondary coach. Moss joins the Bucs by way of Miami 
Carol City where he served as the Chiefs’ defensive coordinator from 2017 and 
2018. Prior to Carol City, Moss served as the defensive backs coach at Florida 
International University from 2015-16.

AARON COELING - OFFENSIVE LINE
Aaron Coeling joined Autry Denson’s staff in 2019 as the offensive line coach. 
He comes to CSU after a two-year stint at Notre Dame as an offensive gradate 
assistant.  The Fighting Irish went 22-4 in the two seasons Coeling was with the 
team. Notre Dame also had and even 10 NFL draft picks in those two years. Prior to 
ND, Coeling spent two years as a offensive graduate assistant at Miami University.

Armando Allen began his first year at Charleston Southern in 2019 as the running 
backs coach. Allen comes to CSU after a three-year stint with Texas Southern 
where he held the same position. During his first season at with the Tigers, running 
back Brad Woodard had a breakout campaign towards the later part of the season 
rushing for over 500 yards. Woodard finished in the top 10 of the SWAC in rushing 
yards and tallied 3 consecutive 100 yard rushing games.

2018 SEASON REVIEW

THE BASICS

Charleston Southern was picked third overall in the Big South Conference preseason poll, it 
was announced at the league’s annual Football Media Day. The Bucs received six second-place 
votes, nine third-place votes, and three fourth-place selections to receive 75 total points in the 
poll conducted by the league’s head coaches and a media panel.

Ten Charleston Southern players were named to the 2018 Big South Football Preseason 
All-Conference team with seven players earning All-Conference recognition, while three others 
were honored on the Honorable Mention squad. Senior defensive linemen Johnny Robinson and 
Solomon Brown, senior defensive back Shadarius Hopkins, senior punt returner Taz Lindsey, 
and juniors Kameron Brown (wide receiver), J.D. Sosebee (linebacker), and Kyle Reighard 
(punter) were all recognized on the Big South All-Conference team. Senior defensive back 
Brandon Rowland, senior placekicker Tyler Tekac, and sophomore Ethan Ray were honored on 
the Big South Honorable Mention squad. 

The Bucs started off the 2019 season slow with a tough loss to SEC foe Florida. CSU’s running 
game had marked success against the Gators in the game with Ronnie Harris busting loose for 
a 71-yard carry midway through the first half. Terrence Wilson found the end zone for the first 
time for CSU in the second half against UF with a 22-yard touchdown carry. Another tough loss 
came at home two weeks later against Elon as the Phoenix rattled off 21 consecutive second-
half points to top the Bucs at Buccaneer Field.

The Bucs rebounded the following week on the road as CSU forced five turnovers to top the 
Hampton Pirates. In a matchup against future Big South opponents, James Allen returned an 
interception and a kickoff for scores, while London Johnson connected on a pair of touchdown

Feleipe Franks connected on five first half touchdowns 
to pace host Florida past the Buccaneers, 53-6, on 
Saturday night in the 2018 season opener.

No. 12 Elon rattled off 21 consecutive points in the 
second half to hold off Charleston Southern.

Bucs seize control with a 35-14 first half behind a pair 
of James Allen touchdowns (kickoff/interception) and 
CSU forces five turnovers in first win of the season.

SSU took advantage of a pair of Charleston Southern 
first half turnovers to take the win over the Bucs at 
Wright Stadium.

Jack Chambers capitalized on his first start finishing 
with 267 total yards and a trio of touchdowns to lead 
Charleston Southern past Virginia Lynchburg.

Charleston Southern was unable to keep pace with No. 
2/2 Kennesaw State despite a James Allen 100-yard 
interception return for touchdown.

The Hawks scored the first 27 points of the game and 
recorded 450 total offensive yards in the contest in 
their second consecutive win over the Buccaneers.

A dominant defensive effort and strong play from 
freshman quarterback Christian Reid paced Charleston 
Southern past visiting Gardner-Webb on Senior Day.

James Allen tied a CSU single game record with three 
interceptions, one of which he returned 52-yards for a 
touchdown, as the Buccaneers topped host Campbell.

The Citadel scored five first-half touchdowns to offset 
a career performance by CSU’s Solomon Brown as the 
Buccaneers fell in the season finale at Johnson Hagood 

passes on their way to coasting to their first win of the season. 

October started with a road loss to Savannah State as the Bucs were unable to overcome 
a pair of first-half turnovers in the 23-3 loss. Jack Chambers made his starting debut the 
following week at home against Virginia Lynchburg as the redshirt freshman ran for 112 
yards and connected on touchdown passes to Kenny Dinkins and Garris Schwarting in the 
win against the Dragons. CSU followed up with a defensive and special teams score against 
Presbyterian on the Big South opener. CSU recorded a program-record five fumbles in the win 
over the Blue Hose.

James Allen recorded a program-record 100-yard interception return against Kennesaw 
State to highlight the Bucs’ loss against the Owls. The Bucs were unable to recapture their 
momentum the following week at Monmouth as the Hawks scored the first 27 points of the 
game on their way to winning their second straight over CSU. 

CSU closed out the 2018 Big South slate with back-to-back wins over Gardner-Webb and 
Campbell. Christian Reid made his starting debut in the win over the Runnin’ Bulldogs, while 
Allen had three interceptions, including a 52-yard pick-six in CSU’s win over the Fighting 
Camels. In the series finale against The Citadel, the Bulldogs overcame a career-effort by 
Solomon Brown (5.5 TFL) to top the Bucs in the Lowcountry showdown.

The Bucs wrapped up the 2018 season putting 10 players on the postseason All-Conference 
team, headlined by All-American selections James Allen and Solomon Brown. Linebacker J.D. 
Sosebee and defensive tackle Johnny Robinson garnered First Team All-Conference honors.
